Homework Policy 
**DISTRICT POLICY-Students have as many days as they were absent PLUS 1 day to get their assignments turned in.**
Full credit will be given for homework assignments turned in before or on the assigned due date.

Discipline

Lunch Detention: Teacher discretion-The teacher that assigns detention will host the detention.
Field Trip Policy (Campus Wide Policy)
We will participate in an end-of-year field trip. The student’s academics, attendance and discipline will be factored into their eligibility to attend the field trip. 
Device Policy (campus wide)
Student devices may not be used without approval from a teacher or administrator during the school day.
▪  Students in violation of device rules will have their device picked up.
▪  If a student’s device is picked up a 2nd time, the parent will be required to pick up the phone from the front office and a fee of $15 will be charged.
▪  The $15 fee will be charged for each violation after the first offense. 
▪  No devices will be allowed in the hallways or other areas at any time during the instructional day.
▪  If a student’s laptop is taken up for a rules violation, that privilege may be revoked for the student for a period of time to be determined by the administration.
 Tardy/Absences
A student who is more than 5 minutes and less than 10 minutes will be counted as “tardy” for that class period unless sent with a note from a teacher, principal, nurse, counselor, etc.  After the 10 minutes, a student may be counted “absent” for that class period.
